A number of scaled down decoy patterns are
included, as are lists of tools and materials, special painting techniques, and other areas of interest.
My only quibble with the book is that | found some of the "recipes" for mixing paint to produce
certain colors to be somewhat baffling. Aside from this minor point, this is an outstanding book -

great for beginning decoy carvers.
